THE JUNCTURE ART PRIZE

Great art needs time and space to be created. Ideas take time to evolve and
fabulous new works often rise out of approaches that are discarded before the gem
is found. Linden recognizes this and has worked with a cohort of leading midcareer
artists to create a new art prize that meets the needs and aspirations of this
significant career stage in leading artists’ careers. We have developed a unique
prize model, based on detailed conversations we have had with the artists asking
what they need to flourish at this crucial time in their career. This will ensure mid-
career artists have the best chance to establish themselves and their work.

In 2022 we are launching a new major prize for leading mid career artists to
provide:

> Cash to reward to the first prize

> Mentoring and support for the cohort of prize finalists for 18 months

> A major exhibition of new work by the winning artist 18 months following with an
additional $5,000 to support the work.

The first Juncture Art Prize exhibition will be held in 2023, with the winner having a
solo exhibition of new work in 2025.
