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Glossary 
 

Ancestors: People in your family who lived before you. 
 
 
Boonwurrung: The people of the coastal lands from the 
Werribee River, around Port Phillip Bay, to the Mornington 
Peninsula, Western Port, and Wilson's Promontory.   
 
 
Colonisation: When European people came to Australia 
and took control of the land from Aboriginal people. 
 
 
Country: The land, waters, and skies that Aboriginal people 
are connected to and care for. 
 
 
Mutti Mutti: The people of the Northern Riverina and Far 
West regions of New South Wales, particularly around the 
Murray, Murrumbidgee, and Lachlan rivers. 
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Glossary 
 

Naarm (Port Phillip Bay): The large body of water near 
Melbourne. 
 
 
Traditional practices: Ways of doing things that have been 
passed down through generations. 
 
 
Wemba Wemba:The people of the Murray River from near 
Kerang down to Swan Hill and south towards Quambatook. 
 
 
Yorta Yorta: The People of the northeastern Victoria and 
southern New South Wales, around the junction of the 
Murray and Goulburn Rivers.
